1) Apologies from P Whitehead (Vice-Chairman) were accepted.
2) Declarations of pecuniary interest by the Councillors in any of the agenda items listed below. 
3) Minutes of the previous Meetings (16 May) were approved and signed as a true record. 
4) Matters arising: Progress on items from previous meetings for information or reminders only. Items not on this agenda requiring decisions will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.

a) To note a message from NNDCllr A Green to say that some planting has been done at the Duck Farm: north side has been planted with wild flowers.
5) The meeting will be temporarily closed for Parishioners to express any concerns they may have and for District and County Councillors and PCSO to report.
Police report: no crimes since the previous meeting and only one call (about an injured deer).

7) Highways and footpaths
a) Update on outstanding issues
i) To note that ‘slow’ markings at the crossroads between A148 and A1067 have now been painted in the correct place and the junction markings have been refreshed.
ii) Overgrown willow at the pond crossroads – Highways is investigating. The Clerk was asked to follow up as the obstruction remains a problem for drivers.

b) Notice board: some rotten material at the back. It was agreed to accept the quote of £135 to repair. T Rivett to organise and to collect lettering from T Brown.
c) Village Sign: raised features are not properly sealed to backing. To note that we are waiting for a dry period before re-sealing. The hedges are the responsibility to the property owner.
d) Bench by the pond: solid oak does not require maintenance. Continue to monitor.
e) Bus shelter: quotes needed for standard weather proof coating.

The National Association of Local Councils (NALC) and Society of Local Council Clerks (SLCC) jointly recommend increase in salary scales of all full and part-time clerks employed under the terms of the model contract.
