· Overgrown willow and bulrushes at the pond are obscuring the view for drivers exiting The Street.

· Query about what will happen when the planning application for Church Barns is submitted. The Chairman explained that the Parish Council would call a meeting for Parishioners and would respond to the District Council bearing Parishioners’ views in mind. Parishioners are also encouraged to respond to planning applications as individuals via North Norfolk District Council’s website.

· Concern was also raised about the effect on infrastructure (e.g. Anglian Water) of a development.
