Fakenham Choral Society has a spectacular summer concert planned which definitely should not be missed. It’s rare for a choir to have the opportunity of performing a piece with the composer present but FCS will be doing just that on Saturday 18 June 7.30 pm, St Nicholas Church, Wells-next-the-Sea. The choir will be singing Will Todd’s amazing Mass in Blue, accompanied by Will Todd himself with his jazz trio. The work, first performed in 2003, is the Latin Mass set to jazz. “It represents”, says Will Todd, “a conscious collision of two musical genres which have been a central part of my artistic life for many years: sacred choral music and jazz.” The concert, led by musical director Janet Kelsey, is entitled All That Jazz and will feature jazz standards and songs from the shows (e.g. Les Miserables and South Pacific) and Mass in Blue. Special guests, in addition to Will Todd, will be the soprano Lorna James, who has wowed audiences with her appearances with Opera North in Leeds, and alto saxophonist Jimmy Jefford, who plays with the National Youth Wind Band and the National Youth Jazz Collective. Highways


The Parish Council paid for extra cuts of the verge at the cross roads at the west of Village. The Highways Engineer arranged for the verge to be lowered on one side, and the sign to be moved to make the junction safer for those crossing from Fakenham to Kettlestone. The ‘slow’ signs on roads on both sides from Little Snoring to Langor Bridge still need to be painted. The grit bin was replaced although the weather conditions meant that the grit was not needed this winter.


A meeting with Ryburgh and Stibbard Parish Councils was hosted by Kettlestone Parish Council to discuss a joint approach to campaign for 50 mph on the A1067. Fakenham Town Council and Guist Parish Council were informed of the intention but no comments were received. The cost of this change in speed limit would be in the region of £25,000. The road is on a list for review by Highways but it might be some years before the finance is available for this road which has a fairly good record of safety. However a positive outcome was that Pensthorpe Nature Park agreed to fund 50% of the cost of having a pedestrian refuge on the road at Pensthorpe which will make it safer to cross to road and might also encourage people to drive within or even below the speed limit on this stretch of road. The Parish Council submitted a bid to the Parish Partnership Scheme and the County Council agreed to fund the other 50% and carry out the work in 2016-17.


Drainage problems along The Street were referred to Highways who arranged for the drain and gully adjacent to 72 to be cleared which has somewhat alleviated the problem of flooding here. The Highway Rangers came to the village a few times to clean out the gullies, side-out the kerbs and cut hedges round signs, sweep junctions and fill potholes. Road side hedges throughout the parish were cut back by the landowners which was much appreciated. 


Kettlestone Parish Council organised a training evening on Rights of Way and Byways. It was an interesting and informative meeting and much appreciated by the clerks and councillors from 9 other parishes were also attended.


Planning: The Parish Council considered a number of planning applications. 


Parish Plan Actions, supporting the Community


An email database was set up to allow the parish council to send out urgent messages to those who had signed up. For example it was used to notify residents when the concrete lorries were expected to deliver to Clipstone Farm and when the dates were changed due to weather conditions.


It was agreed to make an annual donation to the Village Hall (for using the Hall for meetings).


The Litter Warden took action to notify NNDC of fly-tipping in the parish. A village litter pick was also arranged. Thanks to all those who supported this.


The defibrillator is available when required. In the case of an emergency dial 999 or 112. The code for opening the defibrillator cabinet will be given to you.


The Parish Council continued to support the bulk-buying Oil Scheme (gas and coal also available) on behalf of residents. The bulk-buying saving comes from a combination of the overall purchasing power of AF-affinity and co-ordinating orders within the local group to the twice a month. 


The Parish Council continued to produce a monthly newsletter for the village which is delivered to all households in the parish. Contributions are welcome. Thank you to those who contribute to the newsletter and to those who deliver it. 


Everyone is welcome to attend Parish Council meetings which are held on the third Monday of alternate months in the Village Hall.
