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Gift Aid for All Saints Church


There have been some recent changes to the way in which we at the Church are able to claim Gift Aid from HMRC on donations. For many years we, as a charity, have been able to claim from HMRC 25p in the £ when offerings are made in a well know ‘yellow envelope’: you have to be a UK tax payer and either a full name and address are written on the envelope or a signed declaration is prepared by you in advance and given to the PCC and you are given an allotted number for the front of the yellow envelope to speed it up for yourself. There are other ways of paying: weekly, monthly, yearly planned / covenanted also with a signed declaration that you are a UK tax payer. All this has not changed!


However the good news is that we are now able to claim for Gift Aid for cash donations of £20 or less which are collected on the offering plate at any religious service at the Church, without the yellow envelopes or declaration of the UK tax payer! Note: we cannot do the same with cheques although the y will be more than acceptable as always.


From June this year we can also claim Gift Aid on the donations in the church wall safe – it all helps!


This new scheme is called Gift Aid Small Donations. It comes from the HMRC buildings fund.





We would like to thank you all for your continuing support for our Church, whether it be offerings, help or just being there.
