Summary of Parish Council Meeting, July 2016


Following the opening formalities a message from the District Councillor was noted which stated that wildflowers had been planted on the north side of the Duck Farm as part of the environmental conditions. The County Councillor reported that there were two surveys open to the public one for the Devolution Proposal for Norfolk and Suffolk � HYPERLINK "http://www.eastangliadevo.co.uk/" �www.eastangliadevo.co.uk/� (deadline 23 Aug) and the other for suggestions regarding policing � HYPERLINK "http://www.norfolk-pcc.gov.uk/telllorne/" �www.norfolk-pcc.gov.uk/telllorne/� (deadline 12 August). He also recommended that a representative from the village attends SNAP (Safer Neighbourhood Area Policing) meetings in order to have an input into priorities of local policing. It was noted that the Fire Service (Kings Lynn and Sheringham) was now able to respond to emergency calls for cardiac arrest. The police reported that they had logged one call concerning an injured deer. 


There had been one planning application for the erection of single storey extension to rear of dwelling at 77 The Street. The Parish Council had no objection and the proposal was approved by the District Council.


It was noted that Highways had painted ‘slow’ at the crossroads between A148 and A1067 and the junction markings had been refreshed. The Clerk was asked to follow up about the willow at the pond as it still obstructs the view of drivers exiting The Street. A number of potholes were noted on The Street, Snoring Road and at Alethorpe.


Maintenance: It was agreed to accept the quote for repairing the notice board and to seek quotes for putting weather-proof coating on the bus shelter. The planned re-sealing of the raised features on the Village Sign was dependent on a period of dry weather. The bench, being solid wood did not require treating, but it would be monitored. The doggy bin collections seemed to be back on track. 


It was noted under financial business that the Council had received a total of £83.60 from the Transparency Code fund which had been applied for in the previous year.


It was agreed to renew the annual membership for Campaign to Protect Rural England. A salary increase for the Clerk was approved.


Mail had been circulated. An email from Mary Townsin was noted: ‘Very grateful thanks of myself and the members of the PCC at All Saints for the kind donation of £150 [made by Mr Hattrell in appreciation of the community litter pick]. It will go towards our Tower Repair Fund.’ Information and a consultation for the Boundary Review for District Council Wards were available.
