Bats


I’m sure some of you have been aware of bats flying around your house and garden on calm mild evenings just recently and would have assumed they belong to Norfolk’s most numerous bat species, the Common pipistrelle, and you wouldn’t have been too wrong. However, some of them could have been their very close relatives, Soprano pipistrelles; a group of bats only defined in the 1990s when it was realised that their echo-location was operating at a higher frequency. These tiny mammals can each consume as many as 3000 insects in a night’s feeding. Useful or what?

In August I did a bat survey in the Churchyard and much to my amazement and delight recorded seven different species using this little piece of village habitat. By far the most numerous were the two pipistrelles described above but there were also Brown long-eared, Natterers, Noctule, Serotine and Barbastelle bats. This latter species is rare and endangered but how thrilling that Kettlestone still provides an environment for them to survive.
