You can also call 105 if you spot damage to electricity power lines and substations that could put you, or someone else, in danger. Boundary Commission Review of Parliamentary Constituencies


Eastern Initial Proposals Summary�


The 2018 Review: The Boundary Commission is currently conducting a review of Parliamentary constituency boundaries in England on the basis of rules set by Parliament in 2011. The rules require recommendations for new Parliamentary constituency boundaries in September 2018 which will result in a significant reduction in the number of constituencies in England (from 533 to 501), and require that every constituency – apart from two specified exceptions – must have an electorate that is no smaller than 71,031 and no larger than 78,507.�Initial proposals: Information about the proposed constituencies is now available on our website �HYPERLINK "http://www.bce2018.org.uk/"�www.bce2018.org.uk/� �What is changing in the Eastern region? The Eastern region has been allocated 57 constituencies – a reduction of one from the current number. The proposals leave six of the 58 existing constituencies unchanged. As it has not always been possible to allocate whole numbers of constituencies to individual counties, some county and local authority areas are grouped into sub�regions. 


How to have your say Consultation on the initial proposals is for a 12�week period, from 13 Sept to 5 Dec 2016. Everyone is encouraged to use this opportunity to help shape the new constituencies.
