From September, 105 is a new number that you can call to report or get information about a power cut. Dialling 105 will put you through to your local electricity network operator – the company that manages the cables, wires and substations that bring electricity into homes and businesses in your area.


105 is a free service for people in England, Scotland and Wales, and you can call the number from most landlines and mobile phones. You can also call 105 if you spot damage to electricity power lines and substations that could put you, or someone else, in danger. If there’s a serious immediate risk, call the emergency services too.

Summary of Meeting of the Parish Council in November 





Following the opening formalities, the meeting heard reports from the Police and the County Councillor. PSCO Lemmon reported that there had been no recorded crimes in Kettlestone between August and October. However he warned people to be aware of oil thefts and to contact the police on 101 if any suspicious activity is seen (with a vehicle registration number of possible). The County Councillor David Ramsbotham reported that the enquiry into the Kings Lynn Incinerator had been terminated and no further action would be taken. He noted that the Dudgeon cable route should be completed by the end of March 2017, and that two more offshore wind farms and cable routes were in the early stages of planning, but neither of them should come through Kettlestone. He also reported that as 5 out of 7 councils did not want to go ahead with the Devolution, the Government had pulled the deal. There was one planning application to consider for the erection of two storey side extension with double garage to front at Hawthorn Cottage, The Street. The Parish Council decided that it had no objection. The Chairman reported back from a visit to the Duck Farm saying that the potential to add a fourth shed would be a sensible option although there might be concern about extra traffic. The site was clean and everything appeared to be dealt with properly. The boundary planting had been delayed by the Dudgeon cabling work.


It was noted that the Highways issues had be dealt including the flooding at the further side of the bridge on Fulmodeston Road, the verges at the crossroads at the west of the village, and the overgrown willow and rushes at the pond.


The Clerk was asked to re-circulate the maintenance schedule to councillors for monitoring. It was confirmed that BT had repaired the door on the telephone kiosk (and cleaned it). The Village Sign needed some minor maintenance (some corrosion was coming through the paint work). The Clerk was asked to get quotes for refurbishing and for replacement in polyurethane. The bus shelter would be re-stained in the next month or so.


In addition to the usual financial business approving payments, noting receipts and balances, it was agreed to make a donation of £200 to the Village Hall. The Budget and Precept for 2017-18 were discussed and it was agreed to set the Precept for 2017-18 at £3,600 (an increase of just under 3%). It decided to accept the Local Council Tax Support Grant from NNDC of £109.


The next meeting will be on Monday 16 January 2017 at 7.30 pm in the Village Hall.
