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St Erasmus





Towards the end of the 11th century and the beginning of the 12th century there was an upsurge in Church building as communities wanted their own places of worship and lords of the manor wanted a permanent sign of their devotion to ease their way to heaven. These new institutions needed support and so lay people from the Church community formed Religious Guilds that took on the job. The Religious Guilds raised money for building and maintenance and the purchase of vestments, organised saint day festivals of which there were many, looked after each others' needs and organised regular prayers for the departed. The more prayers said on your behalf the less time your soul spent in Purgatory and so in larger settlements the wealthy and powerful had Chantries added to the Church where this function could be formalised.





Each Guild had its own patron saint. Kettlestone chose St Erasmus, an interesting choice because he is the patron saint of sailors and abdominal pains. His other name is St Elmo. 


Erasmus was a Christian bishop of Formia in Italy. He was martyred in 303 AD in a particularly gruesome disembowelling in the time of Emperor Diocletian, hence the relationship with stomach troubles. So should you see blue flames emanating from your TV aerial or have an upset tummy St Erasmus is your man!! 





Religious Guilds were suppressed when the young Edward VI came to the throne in 1547 and the Reformation really took hold at a local level.
