Message from Mary and Roger Townsin: Sadly we have to announce the death of Marjorie Santer who passed away on 8 May at the age of 93. For all those who knew her this is a sad moment and she will be remembered as a loved and hard working friend to Kettlestone.


She lived with her husband Richard at Claus Cottage (now Holbrigg House) and in 1977 they were among the first people we got to know well. The Village Hall was in a process of transformation, the first bar was being built and Marjorie and Richard were the driving force. The Hall very quickly got the reputation of being a busy and welcoming institution and Marjorie pioneered lots of village events from Country Dancing to New Year’s Buffet and Bingo to Bonfire nights. The latter entailed a huge bonfire, lots of fireworks and a village hall packed with 80 or more people enjoying a free supper. The reputation of our Village Hall was very much founded at that time. 


She was a stalwart committee member of Little Snoring WI and arranged many well supported day trips around the country and even holidays abroad which are remembered as being expertly organised and very enjoyable. 


It was her design that was chosen for our village sign and to raise funds for it she embarked upon a sponsored ride from here to Wales on a 55cc moped carrying L- plates - imaginative and brave! While she lived in the village she was a shining light and more than played her part in making this a lovely place to live.


In 2015 she moved with her daughter from Great Ryburgh to France, intrepid to the end, and it was here that she spent her last days.


Salve Marjorie, you are remembered, rest in peace.
