Kettlestone Parish Council objects to this application on the following grounds.

1.
Contravention of North Norfolk Core Strategy

The North Norfolk core strategy (3.2.13 and policy H05) states very clearly that a development of this type is only permitted to meet the needs of full time workers. The Parish Council would argue that this is not the case in this application; that the smallholding as described does not warrant a full-time worker, and therefore that this is not sufficient to make an exception to the North Norfolk Core Strategy.  The strategy states that permission for such housing is an exception to normal policies and each case should be rigorously justified. We do not see evidence of rigorous justification in this application.

This principle is elaborated further in Policy H05 and Annexe A of PPS7, which is referenced within the North Norfolk core strategy.  This states that various criteria should be met, including clear evidence of a firm intention and ability to develop the enterprise concerned; functional need; clear evidence that the proposed enterprise has been planned on a sound financial basis, and normal planning requirements, such as access.

•  There is not clear evidence of intention and ability to develop the smallholding. 

•  A functional test is necessary to establish whether there is a need for one or more workers to be readily available at most times.  We believe that a full-time worker is not justified, and indeed would query the definition of ‘worker’ as this enterprise appears more of a hobby. The application states that the previous flock suffered predator attacks. In respect of security, whilst this is a material consideration that may contribute on animal welfare grounds; it cannot be the sole justification for a new dwelling, and therefore the application fails to accord with advice in the NPPF and local policies. The key to security of a flock of chickens is good land management, fencing and animal housing. A person could live on site and still not be aware of predator attack taking place, especially at night. Functional need is therefore not demonstrated within this application.

•  There is no financial evidence within the application, so this criterium has not been met.

•  In terms of normal planning requirements, access to the site is not via a driveway or similar, and significant damage has been caused at the edge of the highway giving rise to health and safety concerns in relation to hazards to drivers, and also to pedestrians in a village which has no pavements.

General planning considerations

The plot sits within the residential envelope of the village and is therefore not a suitable location for a small holding.  

The application states that this permission is a temporary one to allow the establishment of security of the free-range Chicken Flock. The application also mentions goats and alpacas.  There is no description of the scale of this enterprise, and therefore the amount of nuisance that could affect neighbours is impossible to assess. We have to therefore assume that there will be nuisance such as noise, smell, and increased traffic, with detrimental effect on neighbouring properties. This is an addition to the already poor housekeeping on the site, causing a nuisance in terms of enjoyment of neighbours’ land.

This is a retrospective application and has arisen due to an enforcement process. Granting permission for this application would undermine the whole planning process.

The application states that there are no trees or hedges involved in the application, but a visual assessment suggests the plot is bordered on 3 sides by hedging and trees. There is certainly a hedge on the southern road side that already requires significant work; during the growing season this caused a considerable narrowing of the already narrow road through Kettlestone.

The application states that no allowance has been made to deal with waste storage and collection which is a factor with all animal/hen husbandry, and is of particular concern within a residential area.
