1. The number of houses proposed for this small site, 

2. The access road width and visibility onto Little Snoring Road, especially given the increased amount of traffic the development would generate.  

3. Pedestrian safety on Little Snoring Road – to access public transport, local shop and post office, pub and school in one direction and the Village Hall / Social Club and Church in the other direction.

We hope these matters of concern are addressed when the planning applications are considered.
