Trichomonas Gallinae


Until about 10 years ago the most common birds at our feeders were Greenfinches and Chaffinches but unfortunately Trichomonas Gallinae got into the wild populations of both these species and their numbers have declined significantly. Trichomonas is a single celled organism that lodges at the back of the throats of birds causing severe swelling that prevents food going through the digestive system and they starve to death.


If you have seen lethargic birds, unwilling to fly and with food remnants around their beaks, then this is almost certainly a case of Trichomoniasis at this time of the year. It is very contagious and spread by saliva on feeders and food dropped by infected birds being eaten by other birds.


Although some of our native populations of birds now rely heavily on garden feeders, especially during winter, it is a good idea to stop feeding until weather conditions start to deteriorate well into October. There is plenty of wild food available and it encourages juvenile birds to learn to source their own food in the wild environment. If you feel that is step too far, then making sure your feeders are kept scrupulously clean on a daily basis will go a long way in preventing further infection.
