News from the Parish Council





The main item on the agenda at the Parish Council meeting in November was setting the Budget and the Precept for 2020-21. After due consideration, it was agreed to set the Precept at £3,900 – an increase of 5.5%. Donations of £100 each were made to the Village Hall (for the parish council meetings) and to the PCC towards cutting the grass in the church yard.





Another important issue which came in at short notice was the application for an additional duck rearing unit at Clipstone Farm House. Further documentation had been received since the application had first opened in September 2018. It was noted that there was some discrepancy between the figures relating to vehicular movements submitted by the applicant and those used by Highways and clarification was sought. The Parish Council revised its comments from last year to emphasise the importance of conditions for constructing permanent passing places on Little Snoring / Fulmodeston Road and restrictions of the use of Holbrigg Lane. Requests for conditions relating to environmental offset and enforcement of these (including those relating to the buildings already in place) for highlighted. 





The Parish Council held an open meeting in early December regarding the proposals for residential development at Church Farm and East Barns. The owner and the architect were both present. They talked about the plans and answered questions from parish councillors and members of the public. The plans and comments can be viewed on the District Council website ref PF/19/1966.
