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Covid-19 Hardship Grants


Earlier in the year, Kettlestone Parish Council was successful in a bid to the Norfolk Community Foundation and received a grant of £1,000 to support residents during the Covid-19 pandemic. £200 has been spent subsidising some of the meals which were prepared and delivered by Isla’s project ‘For the Love of Grub’. This was a great success and we are grateful to Isla for volunteering her time and skills.





Although the lockdown is lifting and life is beginning to return to a ‘new normal’, the Parish Council is concerned that there will be some people and families who will be experiencing financial difficulties as a fall out from the pandemic. It has therefore been decided to use the grant to set up a fund to provide some financial assistance for residents in need (e.g. from loss of income, reduced employment, lack of seasonal work, extra costs or unexpected outgoings).

Kettlestone Church News


Each year at Barney on Maundy Thursday the church is ceremonially 'stripped out': the coverings on the altar are removed, as are the cross, candlesticks and an image of Mary, to whom the church is dedicated. The other churches follow suit, if in a less formal way. This is to symbolise the stripping of Jesus of his clothes after he was condemned to death and before he was hung on a cross to die.��In a different sense our churches remain stripped out at the moment, with the kneelers and hymn books removed. This year it is as if Lent has continued, with no corporate celebration of the season of Easter. Although our church is once more open for private prayer and public worship, we are still not able to sing as research continues as to whether or not this is another way of spreading the virus. At the moment only the bread is shared by church members at the Eucharist, and not the common cup. ��Yet we are reassured that our ancient church building has witnessed many times like this before. During the Black Death of the mid 14th century, between an third and half of our population died, yet the suffering of this time was to inspire two of our greatest female writers in Norfolk, the Lady Julian of Norwich and Margery Kempe of King's Lynn, or Bishop's Lynn as it was known then. ��We know that Shakespeare wrote some of greatest plays during several lockdowns of London theatres during the early 17th century. Another outbreak of plague in London in 1665 was only curbed by the Great Fire of 1666, yet this plague still spread throughout the country. In Eyam in Derbyshire the plague arrived in a damp bolt of cloth. The villagers were fearful of even burying their dead in the churchyard. Rather they were buried in their gardens, gravestones standing there to this day. In the old churchyard of Fulmodeston, a gravestone stands as a memorial to six children of a single family who died of scarlet fever in a single week in January 1851. And finally at the end of the First World War there was the influenza epidemic that killed more than the war itself. ��We pride ourselves on our medical knowledge, that we can expect to live much longer than our forebears. Yet this knowledge cannot be separated from other forms of knowledge, which enable disease to spread from one side of the world to another in a matter of days, if not hours. At the same time our church building has stood throughout the centuries as a witness that we can still overcome the most life-threatening problems with which we are faced. ��As we say in the Easter proclamation:�'Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come again!'�											With all best wishes, James.
