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Covid-19 Hardship Grants


Earlier in the year, Kettlestone Parish Council was successful in a bid to the Norfolk Community Foundation and received a grant of £1,000 to support residents during the Covid-19 pandemic. £200 has been spent subsidising some of the meals which were prepared and delivered by Isla’s project ‘For the Love of Grub’. This was a great success and we are grateful to Isla for volunteering her time and skills.





Although the lockdown is lifting and life is beginning to return to a ‘new normal’, the Parish Council is concerned that there will be some people and families who will be experiencing financial difficulties as a fall out from the pandemic. It has therefore been decided to use the grant to set up a fund to provide some financial assistance for residents in need (e.g. from loss of income, reduced employment, lack of seasonal work, extra costs or unexpected outgoings).

Planning


As many of you will know, there are 4 recent planning applications that have given cause for concern in Kettlestone, all for Church Farm barns. The first two (PU/20/0990 and PU/20/0981) have been given prior approval for change of use from light industry to residential. This is entirely as expected, as this approval already exists. 


In the decision notice it is stated ‘this application does not grant consent for the proposed plans submitted on Drawing No: JDA/2020/600/UNIT 1/PL.001 or /EAST/PL.002, entitled Existing Layout and Elevations [submitted as the Proposed Elevations and Floor Layout], dated June 2020. Such alterations will be required to be approved via a planning application’. 


The two full applications (PF/20/1030 and PF/20/1020) where the design, layout and external appearance of the buildings will be considered have an expiry date of 26th August, and at the time of writing we do not know the outcome of these. It is quite possible that the decision will then be passed on to the NNDC planning committee rather than being decided at a delegated level. The provisional date for the next meeting is 17th September.
