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Government White Paper on Planning





The Government is currently consulting on a Planning White Paper to overhaul the planning system. The consultation, which is open to the public, closes on Thursday 29 October. 





The White Paper proposes among other things to extend permitted development rights and to make significant changes to the current planning system  for example permissions will be granted in a local plan and the current system of local consultation for each planning application which is managed by the planning authority (in our case North Norfolk District Council) will be removed. The White Paper on Planning represents a huge shift in how future development could be planned and permitted. While some of the proposals are welcomed for instance the proposals to prioritise brownfield development, setting higher standards in design and improving the mechanisms by which planning gain is captured for the benefit of communities, others raise serious cause for concern particularly in the removal of democratic rights of consultation at local level.

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Kettlestone Church, Message from the Rector


I have not taken a funeral since before Easter, the longest time without a funeral in the sixteen years that I have served these parishes. It is as if everyone has braced themselves during the present pandemic (or is it the result of our prayer?). Whatever, having got through the initial sharp shock of lockdown, with the onset of autumn and winter the likelihood is that things are going to get much more difficult for us all.


In August we were required to start wearing masks in church, with the exception of the person leading worship, children under the age of eleven and those with special medical needs. In September the 'Rule of Six' was introduced, which, although it does not apply to worship, does apply to our gatherings before and after worship. 


Our Archdeacon's have warned: 'that churches don't abuse the worship concession by becoming social events - it's so easy at the end of a service to start chatting instead of dispersing (as at the beginning, rather than going to quietly take our place!) but sadly we aren't allowed to do this. We have to find other ways of keeping in touch and meeting pastoral needs, just as we did when churches were closed.'�The last words spoken by the priest at the Eucharist are: 'Go in peace to love and serve the Lord.'
