1) Apologies
a) It was noted that L Cotton had resigned as a parish councillor. The Chair had written to thank her for her contribution. A Notice of Vacancy had been put on the notice board and the website. Parishioners have until 7 October to request an election, otherwise the Parish Council is able to co-opt someone to fill the vacancy.
2) Declarations of pecuniary interest by the Councillors in any of the agenda items listed below. None.
3) Minutes of the previous Meetings (20 July) to be approved for signing as a true record. 
4) Matters arising: Progress on items from previous meetings for information or reminders only. Items not on this agenda requiring decisions will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting. None.
5) The meeting was temporarily closed for Parishioners to express any concerns they may have and for District and County Councillors and police to report.
District and County Councillors both sent reports which were circulated via email

a) NNDCllr V FitzPatrick: 

i) Devolution White Paper due to come out

ii) Planning White Paper – encouraged parish council to respond to consultation

iii) Work was continuing on the District Council’s new Local Plan

iv) Electoral Roll canvas: benefits able to vote, part of credit rating

v) Sustainable Communities Fund (with fast track for small grants) replaces the Big Society Fund.

b) NCCllr S Auquarone

i) Threat of local government re-organisation has receded as the leaders of the Norfolk councils are not in agreement.

ii) High level of compliance to coronavirus restrictions in North Norfolk in particular has meant that the area is in the lowest ten of over 300 authorities. Need to balance health and wellbeing, education and economy.
The Chair re-opened the meeting.

e) Salary and on costs. On 24 August, the National Joint Council for Local Government Services (NJC) announced that an agreement was reached between the National Employers and the NJC Trade Union Side on the new pay scales for 2020-21 to be implemented from 1 April 2020. (Hourly rate has increased from £12.89 to £13.21).
The standing order instructions to Barclays reflecting the changes including the backdated increases for April to August in the payments for September were approved for signing. 
7) Covid-19 support

a) Hardship Grants

8) Highways and footpaths: 
a) Thanks to R Kilbourn for strimming verges at both crossroads

b) It was reported that ‘Welcome to Pensthorpe’ sign which was damaged in an accident has now been replaced.

iii) Fly-tipping on the ‘Langor Bridge’ road has been reported.

9) Environment

a) Climate Emergency Group has not met for some months but was filing information from Norfolk ALC for future use.
b) ‘Pick up after your dog’ signs. The Chair has some generic ones and the Clerk will be collecting four personalised ones which have been printed by Steward Safety Signs. The signs will be fixed to stakes and erected at suitable places around the village.
10) Planning
a) Planning applications received since the previous meeting.
i) NP/20/1422: Prior notification for erection of an agricultural building - proposed steel frame building for the storage of straw at Clipstone Farm House, Clipstone. Link circulated (also to email list). 
b) Decisions taken by the District Council since the previous meeting. 
i) PU/20/0981: Prior approval for change of use from light industrial building (B1) to 5 residential dwellings (C3) at Church Farm Barn, Little Snoring Road, Kettlestone. PRIOR APPROVAL.
ii) PU/20/0990: Application to determine if prior approval is required for a proposed change of use of building from light industrial (Class B1(c)) to 3 dwellings (Class C3) at East Barn, Little Snoring Road, Kettlestone. PRIOR APPROVAL.
c) Withdrawn applications
i) NP/20/1422: Prior notification for erection of an agricultural building - proposed steel frame building for the storage of straw at Clipstone Farm House, Clipstone. WITHDRAWN.
d) Planning White Paper
i) The view was that the proposals contained very concerning changes for the planning landscape of the future. It was agreed that the Parish Council should respond to White Paper along the lines of the CPRE response. The Clerk was asked to respond.
ii) The Clerk was asked to include inform and links in the newsletter.
11) Maintenance
a) Risk Assessment of assets – report July 2020. Thanks to M & T Hoad.
b) Bench – the anti-theft fixings to be replaced by K Hall: to follow up
c) Bus shelter floor to be repaired. K Hall will see what can be done: to follow up
d) Village sign: 
i) Clean up, re-point where necessary and seal against water penetration £75 (K Hall): to follow up
ii) Re-Painting (volunteer): one side has been finished. A couple of strong volunteers are required to assist with turning it over.

13) Reports from parish councillors 
a) The Chair reported that she had attended a webinar on Community Energy Projects. It was predominantly about Norwich Community Solar Power, but one concerning fact was that Norfolk has a carbon budget which is supposed to last until 2050 but it will run out in 7 years.
b) Isla was considering producing a booklet as a record of lockdown and the meals provided by for the love of grub. It would cost £200 to print 100 copies. It was agreed that only a limited number of people (those who had contributed) would be interested so it might be better to produce and electronic copy. It was noted that issues relating to GDPR and DP would need to be considered for any sort of publication.
